Check our supply
often since it may change.

4. How many seed packets may | have?
Each individual may have up to five packets of seeds (one variety each) per visit.

5. How will | know how to get my seeds to grow successfully?
Growing times and conditions will vary depending on the seed variety. Each
variety is listed on our website and linked to instructions to assist you.
